*Community service program: Referral center for students wishing to performuwmbeer work in the community or
participate in volunteer activities coordinateddmademic departments.

Commuter: A student who lives off campus in housing thatas ewned by, operated by, or affiliated with thdlege. This
category includes students who commute from hordestudents who have moved to the area to attemepeol

Contact hour: A unit of measure that represents an hour of sdeddastruction given to students. Also referrecsoclock
hour.

Continuous basis (for program enroliment):A calendar system classification that is used Bijtitions that enroll students
at any time during the academic year. For exangptmsmetology school or a word processing schoghtnaillow students to
enroll and begin studies at various times, withrequirement that classes begin on a certain date.

Cooperative education program:A program that provides for alternate class attandand employment in business,
industry, or government.

Cooperative housing:College-owned, -operated, or -affiliated housingvhiich students share room and board expenses and
participate in household chores to reduce livingesses.

*Counseling service:Activities designed to assist students in makiranpland decisions related to their education, caree
or personal development.

Credit: Recognition of attendance or performance in aminbnal activity (course or program) that caralpplied by a
recipient toward the requirements for a degredpdip, certificate, or other formal award.

Credit course: A course that, if successfully completed, can h@iag toward the number of courses required foreathg
a degree, diploma, certificate, or other formal @wva

Credit hour: A unit of measure representing an hour (50 minutég)struction over a 15-week period in a semester
trimester system or a 10-week period in a quagtstes. It is applied toward the total number ofdsouweeded for completing
the requirements of a degree, diploma, certificatether formal award.

Cross-registration: A system whereby students enrolled at one instituthay take courses at another institution without
having to apply to the second institution.

Deferred admission:The practice of permitting admitted students totpaise enrollment, usually for a period of one
academic term or one year.

Degree:An award conferred by a college, university, orenthostsecondary education institution as officabgnition for
the successful completion of a program of studies.

Early action plan: An admission plan that allows students to apply laadotified of an admission decision well in adwan
of the regular notification dates. If admitted, ttandidate is not committed to enroll; the studeay reply to the offer under
the college’s regular reply policy.

Early admission: A policy under which students who have not comglédtigh school are admitted and enroll full time in
college, usually after completion of their juniaay.

Early decision plan: A plan that permits students to apply and be reatifif an admission decision (and financial aidraffe
applicable) well in advance of the regular notifica date. Applicants agree to accept an offerdofigsion and, if admitted,
to withdraw their applications from other colleg&ébere are three possible decisions for early @ecipplicants: admitted,
denied, or not admitted but forwarded for consitenawith the regular applicant pool, without preijce.

English as a Second Language (ESL} course of study designed specifically for studemhose native language is not
English.

Extracurricular activities (as admission factor): Special consideration in the admissions procesndier participation in
both school and nonschool-related activities cdri@st to the college, such as clubs, hobbies, stggeernment, athletics,
performing arts, etc.

Internship: Any short-term, supervised work experience usualigted to a student’s major field, for which #tadent earns
academic credit.

Liberal arts/career combination: Program in which a student earns undergraduateedsgn two separate fields, one in a
liberal arts major and the other in a professiamapecialized major, whether on campus or thraughs-registration.

Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander: A person having origins in any of the original peopleBlaivaii, Guam,
Samoa, or other Pacific Islands.

Nonresident alien: A person who is not a citizen or national of thdteh States and who is in this country on a visa or
temporary basis and does not have the right toireimdefinitely.

*On-campus day care:Licensed day care for students’ children (usuadly @ and up); usually for a fee.

Open admission:Admission policy under which virtually all secongachool graduates or students with GED equivalency
diplomas are admitted without regard to acadentond test scores, or other qualifications.

Other expenses (costs)nclude average costs for clothing, laundry, eatarhent, medical (if not a required fee), and
furnishings.

Out-of-state tuition: The tuition charged by institutions to those studevho do not meet the institution’s or state’s
residency requirements.

Part-time student (undergraduate): A student enrolled for fewer than 12 credits penester or quarter, or fewer than 24
contact hours a week each term.

Required fees:Fixed sum charged to students for items not coveyedition and required of such a large proportdmll
students that the student who does NOT pay isxbeption. Do not include application fees or opéibfees such as lab fees
or parking fees.

Transfer student: A student entering the institution for the firsh¢ but known to have previously attended a poetsgary
institution at the same level (e.g., undergradudtk¢ student may transfer with or without credit.

Transportation (costs): Assume two round trips to student’'s hometown par yer students in institutional housing or daily
travel to and from your institution for commutendénts.

Trimester calendar system:An academic year consisting of 3 terms of aboutv&8ks each.

Tuition: Amount of money charged to students for instructi@ervices. Tuition may be charged per term, parse, or per
credit.

*Tutoring: May range from one-on-one tutoring in specific akg to tutoring in an area such as math, readimngriting.
Most tutors are college students; at some colldgbey,are specially trained and certified.

Unit: a standard of measurement representing hours déate instruction (e.g., semester credit, quanedit, contact
hour).

*Visually impaired: Any person whose sight loss is not correctableiausdfficiently severe as to adversely affect
educational performance.

Volunteer work (as admission factor):Special consideration given to students for agtigitne on a volunteer basis (e.g.,
tutoring, hospital care, working with the elderlydisabled) as a service to the community or tHaipin general.

Wait list: List of students who meet the admission requirembat will only be offered a place in the classpfice becomes
available.

Weekend college’A program that allows students to take a competgse of study and attend classes only on weekends
White: A person having origins in any of the original pkspof Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.

*Women'’s center: Center with programs, academic activities, andéovises intended to promote an understanding of the
evolving roles of women.

Work experience (as admission factor)Special consideration given to students who haes leenployed prior to
application, whether for relevance to major, dermmation of employment-related skills, or as exptaraof student’s
academic and extracurricular record.

Indebtedness:Aggregate dollar amount borrowed through any loag@mm (federal, state, subsidized, unsubsidized,
private, etc.; excluding parent loans) while thedsnt was enrolled at an institution. Student laamsigned by a parent are
assumed to be the responsibility of the studentshndld be included.

Institutional scholarships and grants Endowed scholarships, annual gifts and tuitiord&d grants for which the institution
determines the recipient.

Financial need:As determined by your institution using the fedenathodology and/or your institution's own standard

Need-based aidCollege-funded or college-administered award frostifutional, state, federal, or other sourcesafoich a
student must have financial need to qualify. Thidudes both institutional and non-institutionaldg#nt aid (grants, jobs, and
loans).

Need-based scholarship or grant aidScholarships and grants from institutional, stégtderal, or other sources for which a
student must have financial need to qualify.

Need-based self-help aid.oans and jobs from institutional, state, fedemalpther sources for which a student must
demonstrate financial need to qualify.

Non-need-based scholarship or grant aidScholarships and grants, gifts, or merit-basedrait institutional, state,
federal, or other sources (including unrestrictawds or gifts and endowment income) awarded solelihe basis of
academic achievement, merit, or any other non-heseéd reason.
