
Colorado College Computer Labs 
 

Where are the computer labs located? When are they open? What can I do in each 
one? 
 
Colorado College runs many different computer labs, each with specific features. Your choice of lab 
will depend on your location and the work you need to accomplish. To help you get acquainted with 
the labs, we’ve included pictures and brief descriptions in this handout. For complete listings of lab 
hours and available software, see the Academic Technology Services website at 
http://www.coloradocollege.edu/ats/labs.htm. 
 
The computer labs on campus can be grouped into two basic types: those staffed by lab monitors and 
those without lab monitors.  
 
The following labs are staffed by lab monitors in the afternoons and evenings: 
 
Barnes PC Lab (Barnes 203) 
 
Located on the first floor of the Barnes Science Building, the Barnes PC Lab is equipped with 26 Dell 
computers. It is designed for entire classes but is also available for walk-in student use. There is one 
black-and-white laser printer, a scanner, a digital projector, and other equipment for holding classes.

Keck Humanities Lab (Armstrong 303) 
 
The Keck Humanities Lab is located on the third floor of Armstrong Hall. It is frequently reserved by 
language and humanities classes but is also available for walk-in student use. The Keck Lab is 
equipped with 26 Macintosh computers, each capable of burning both CDs and DVDs. Additionally, it 
offers several PCs with standard software like Internet Explorer and Microsoft Office 2003. Other 
tools include a black-and-white laser printer, a video import/export station, a digital projector with a 
screen, and a small room for recording sound.

CAT Lab (Tutt Library 154) 
 
The CAT Lab is located in Tutt Library’s Learning Commons. It has six high-end Macintosh 
computers and two PCs. It offers many advanced tools for working with images, digital video, and 
websites. Special equipment includes 4 flatbed scanners, a slide and film scanner, a video import and 
export station,  a high-quality, large-format color printer, and a rotary paper cutter. The CAT Lab is 
available to all students and has generous operating hours.

Tutt Library computers and computer labs 
 
Tutt Library offers several PC and printing stations. Most of the PCs are configured with basic 
software only (Internet Explorer, Microsoft Office, and so on). While Tutt Library computers aren’t 
supervised by lab technicians, you can ask the Reference Desk or Help Desk for assistance. The Help 
Desk, which handles student Internet connections and computing, can help you with any computer 
problems you might have. It’s located in the north basement of Tutt Library. See the Colorado College 
website for library and Help Desk hours. 
 
 
GIS, or Geographic Information Systems, Lab (Palmer 1) 
 
This is a specialized lab devoted to 
working with maps and geographic 
data. It’s designed to help students 
acquire and analyze this data. It 
supports the use of GIS in classes and 
in research projects. Staff can provide 
training. The lab is equipped with 17 
high-end Dell PCs and monitors. It has 
a plotter, or extra-large printer for 
printing maps and posters. It also 
offers a digital projector, SmartBoard, 
Video/DVD player, and other special 
equipment.
