Exhibition Procedures
The Colorado College Arts and Crafts Sale charges 
a flat fee for exhibitors depending on the space 
desired.  The space options available are:

 10’ x 10’ Space         $250
 3’ x 6’ Table $150
 Two 3’ x 6’ Tables   $275

Booth spaces will be assigned by Colorado College 
Staff.  All displays, props, fixtures, etc. must be 
furnished by the Exhibitor.  Exhibitors are 
responsible for the operation of their space all hours 
of the sale as well as for the transportation, 
insurance, security, and sale of their work.  Each 
exhibitor will be responsible for collecting the 
Colorado sales tax on each sale.  This tax will be 
paid Sunday evening to Colorado College before 
exhibitors leave the sale.

Colorado College Arts and Crafts will promote the 
sale with advertisements in local newspapers, 
KRCC Radio broadcasts, and a 10,000 piece direct 
mailing.  Exhibitors will be provided with 15
postcards for their own use.
