COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. – Jan. 5, 2022 – Colorado College continues its tradition of hosting the Colorado Springs’ commemoration of Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. and his continuing legacy with the All People’s Breakfast at 10 a.m., Monday, Jan. 17.  The theme of this year’s virtual program is “It Starts With Me,”  and includes personal stories from local trailblazers in government, education, and the arts. The event will be virtual in order to keep the community safe and in accordance with COVID-19 guidelines.

Additionally, Rev. Eric Graham of Emmanuel Baptist Church will give the invocation; CC’s Elder in Residence Debbie Howell will give the Native blessing and land acknowledgement; and Pikes Peak Poet Laureate Ashley Cornelius will give the closing call to action.
