That being said, we believe a one-year PIFP fellow will work perfectly for junior-year counseling. The PIFP fellow will prepare students for senior year, where they will then get a two-year counselor to support them through college applications and the first year of college. However, we want to note that any fellow who joins AO has the possibility of staying on staff for another year. We certainly won’t require it, but we want them to know that they can be re-hired if they’re interested (and if it’s a good fit). If they choose to move on, we look forward to helping them transition to whatever they head to next.
A few other things to note:
AO’s office is located in Boulder, but we serve students as far as Aurora and Longmont. Unfortunately, this means the PIFP fellow must have access to a car. We know this is often a barrier for employment, so let us know how we can navigate this with you.
Staff do not have to live in the immediate city of Boulder. They are welcome to live in Denver or anywhere in-between. However, we recommend they talk to us about this because commuting comes with its own challenges.
There are typically 3-5 people in our office on any given day. A PIFP fellow would have their own desk in our office.
AO will happily pay (within reason) for any workshops, trainings, or other professional development opportunities that are relevant to our work. We highly encourage our staff to learn and grow!
